he Vietnamese government is considering delaying
I the tax payment deadline by five months for
businesses affected by the novel coronavirus.

It will involve over VND30 trillion (S1.3 billion) worth
of taxes.

Some VND22.6 trillion (§974.3 million) of it will be owed
in between March and June by businesses in the agriculture,
food processing, textiles, footwear, leathers, electronics, auto,
aviation, railroad, roads, logistics, restaurants, and tourism sectors,
according to a draft decree from the Ministry of Finance.

Payment of another VND3 trillion (S129.3 million) in value-
added and income taxes by individuals will also be deferred until
December 15.

Around VND 4.5 trillion (S194 million) in land-use fees will
be delayed until October 3 1.

But since all businesses have to complete their tax
obligations before the end of the year, the government’s revenue
this year is unlikely to be affected, the ministry said.

It is part of the government’s effort to mitigate the economic
losses caused by Covid-19, which is set to bring GDP growth
this year down to a seven-year low of 5.96 percent.

Last year growth was 7.02 percent, the second highest rate
in a decade.

According to the report of HCMC
Department of Planning and Investment,
in the first three months of 2020, the
total foreign investment projects in Ho
Chi Minh City was estimated to disburse
usD 1.05 billion, equal to 67% of the
total capital compared to the same
period in 2019.

There were 290 new projects with
registered capital of USD 142.5 million;
adjusted investment capital was 46
projects with an additional capital of USD
80.76 million; capital contribution and
share purchase was 1,342 cases with a
total capital of USD 829.28 million.

By investment field, "wholesale and
retail; car, motorbike and bike mechanic”
with 132 projects ranked first with total
investment capital of USD 91.2 million,

accounting  for
64% of total
newly  licensed
investment capital
in the first 3
months of 2020.

This was
followed by
“science and
technology”

with 62 projects,
invested capital of
usD 18.3 million,
accounting for 13%; “information and
communication” of 45 projects with
total investment capital of USD 9.5
million, accounting for 6.7%.

In a recent report to the Government, MPI said that,
due to the impact of the Covid-19 epidemic, activities to
explore investment opportunities of potential investors into
Vietnam had been delayed ... New investors will be hesitant
to make investment decisions at this time. For already

implemented projects, the increase in investment capital
seem be postponed.

However, Mr. Nguyen Bich Lam - General Director of
General Statistics Office said that there are still favorable points
for Vietnam in attracting FDI. For example, it seems that the US-
China trade war is able to lead to some advantages in attracting
and shifting FDI in Vietnam. Additionally, the fact of having
been participating in a series of new FTAs, which includes the
Vietnam-European Union Trade Agreement (EVFTA), also
might create a solid foundation and an important platform for
FDI to flow into Vietnam.

The BIDV research team also stated that the Covid-19
epidemic brought opportunities for Vietnam to receive more
new FDI projects. According to the experts of BIDV, it seems
that the disease will motivate investors to consider shifting
capital flows, FDI projects from China and related territories
(Hong Kong, Macau ..), which have been alrealy moving
recently during US-China trade tensions.

Given the impact of the Covid-19
epidemic on FDI attraction, the General
Statistics Office has built two scenarios
to attract FDI in 2020. The figure, which
was lower than the original scenario, are
increasing compared to 2019.

Specifically, Scenario I: If the
Covid-19 epidemic ends in the first
quarter, FDI attraction in 2020 is

estimated at USD 38.6 billion, up
7.3% compared to 2019 and down
2.7 percentage points compared to the
original script.

Scenario II: If the epidemic ends at
the end of the second quarter of 2020,
the number of FDI attraction is estimated
to increase 6.2% compared to 2019 and
down 3.8 percentage points compared to
the original scenario.

Atthetime ofthe outbreak of Covid-19,
a variety of investment promotion trips,
seeking investment opportunities of foreign
investors in Vietnam were canceled. This is
expected to continue to affect the situation
of attracting foreign investment of Vietnam
in the coming months.

However, a positive information
has just been posted by the Nikkei
Asian Review, which is that the
Covid-19 translation is causing both
Google and Microsoft to desire to
move production of phones, laptops
and other devices from China to the
Southeast Asia. Of which, Vietnam is
one of the preferred destinations. The
New York Times also forecasts that the
flow of foreign investment from China
to Vietnam to avoid US taxes could be
accelerated by Covid-19.

xports tumover in the first
quarter is estimated at USD
6.5 billion, down 21% over

the same period last year; in which exports
of raw and processed agricultural, forestry
and fishery products dropped the most.
Director General of the General
Statistics Office Nguyen Bich Lam said
that, due to the impact of acute respiratory
infections caused by Corona virus, exports
turnover of the whole country is forecasted
to drop sharply in the first quarter.
According  to

Lam, QI exports
turnover is estimated
at usb 46.5

billion, down 21%
compared to the
same period lastyear;
in which, exports of
raw and processed
agricultural and
forestry products decreased by over 29%,
fishery products decreased by 38%, textiles
and garments decreased by 22%, footwear
decreased by 17%, computer goods,
electronic products and components down
8%, phones and components down 27%.
Particularly, exports to China in the first
quarter are estimated at USD 5.6 billion,
down 25% over the same period last year;
in which, raw and processed agricultural,
forestry products dropped by about 30%,
aquatic products dropped by 33%, etc.
According to the General Statistics
Office, in January 2020, total imports and
exports turnover of goods was estimated

at USD 38.1 billion, down 12.9% over
the same period last year.

Exports turnover of goods was
estimated at USD 19 billion, down 15.8%
compared to the previous month; in
which, domestic economic sector reached
USD 6.31 billion, down by 23.1%; FDI
sector, including crude oil, reached USD
12.69 billion, down 11.6%. Compared
to the same period last year, exports
turnover of goods in January 2020 were
decreased by 14.3%.

Meanwhile, there are export items
with a value increased over the same
period last year, including: electronics,
computers and components reaching 2.6
billion USD, up 5.6%; wood and wooden
products reaching | billion USD, up 1.4%.

However, some export items with
a decrease in turnover are textiles and
garments reaching USD 2.6 billion, down
21%; phones and components reaching
USD 2.6 billion, down 22.4%; footwear
reaching USD 1.6 billion, down 9.7%.

Some agricultural products also saw
a drastic decrease in export turnover over
the same period last year, of which aquatic

products gained USD 550 million, down
25.2%; vegetables and fruits reached USD
340 million, down 3.9%; coffees reached
USD 245 million, down 30.3%, etc.

The United States is Vietnam's largest
export market with a tumover of USD 4.8
billion, down 7.6% from the same period last
year;, China market reaches USD 3.7 billion,
up 32.8%. The EU market has an export
turnover of 2.6 billion USD, down 30.8%;
ASEAN reaches 1.6 billion USD, down
34.8%; Japan reaches 1.6 billion USD, down

15.8%; South Korea
reaches 1.3 billion
usD, down 29.3%.
According  to
the General Statistics
Office, the imports
turnover of goods in
January 2020 was
estimated at USD
19.1 billion, down
14.4% over the previous month; in which,
domestic economic sector was at USD 8.7
billion, down by 17.7%; FDI sector reached
UusD 10.4 billion, down 11.3%.

Compared to the same period last year,
import turnover of goods in January 2020
was estimated to decrease by 11.3%; in
which, domestic economic sector dropped
by 5.5%; FDI sector decreased by 15.7%.

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Vietnam's polices to support for
enterpnses amid Covid- 19 outbreak

Vietnam will launch a credit package worth VND 250

trillion (USD 1 1bil) to support those affected by the Covid-19
outbreak, according to a directive approved by Viethamese Prime
Minister Nguyen Xuan Phuc on March 6.

This is among several initiatives to support businesses to
cope with difficulties and to ensure social security in response to
the outbreak, said the directive.

Accordingly, the State Bank of Vietnam will work with
credit institutions to facilitate access to capital, strengthen
the administrative procedure reforms, shorten review time
for lending dossiers as well as restructure loan repayment
and consider reducing interest rate and fee for clients under
adverse effects of the Covid-19 outbreak while continuing
to implement measures to strengthen cashless payment,
said the directive.

Covid-19 has left firms in Vietnam’s manufacturing industry
suffering material shortages due to supply chain disruptions.

Companies operating in the agriculture, tourism and
transport industries have also been hit hard, leaving several local
banks with rising bad debts.

The Finance Ministry proposed to the government the fee and
tax exemption and reduction solutions to help firms cope with
the difficulties posed by the outbreak, while competent ministries
are requested to review and cut down on the administrative
procedures and fee for enterprises, create favorable conditions
for manufacturing and production activities as well as to push
imports and exports.

Accordingly, The Ministry of Finance has proposed a tax
deferral to support people and businesses affected by the
coronavirus disease (COVID-19) fallout.

The proposal, made as part of a draft decree already
submitted to the Government, suggests the government extend
the deadline for payment of value-added tax (VAT), personal
income tax and land lease fees by five months for people and
businesses hurt by the COVID-19 outbreak.

The policy is applicable to companies, organizations,
individuals, groups of individual, household businesses
operating in the areas of agriculture, forestry and fisheries; food
processing and production; textile and garment; footwear; rubber
production; electronics and computer manufacturing; automotive
manufacturing and assembling (except for vehicles with fewer
than 9 passenger seats); transportation; lodging and catering
services; and tourism.

The total value of taxes and fees subject to the policy is
estimated at around 30.1 trillion VND (nearly 1.3 billion USD).

Under the proposal, monthly taxpayers will receive a five-
month extension for VAT payment due for the months from
March to June while for quarterly taxpayers, the extension will be
applied to payment of the first and second quarters of this year.

The Ministry of Finance said the outbreak has been negatively
affecting most industries and sectors with micro- and small-sized
enterprises and household businesses being the hardest hit.

The proposed policy aims to financially support these
vulnerable groups and allow them to maintain and resume
production, contributing to the achievement of economic growth
goals in 2020, it said.

Meanwhile, Vietnam will also work to recover and develop
its tourism and aviation industry. Ministry of Culture, Sports and
Tourism was asked to strengthen tourism promotion activities
at a national level, coordinate with tourism associations to
create and implement the domestic travel promotion program
while enhancing communication and promotion work to attract
international travelers.

According to the Ministry of Investment and Planning, if
the new coronavirus is contained in the first quarter of 2020,
Vietnam’s economic growth this year is projected to be 6.25
percent, down 0.55 percentage point from the 6.8 percent goal
set by the government. If the epidemic persists until the second
quarter, the economic growth may only reach 5.96 percent, 0.84
percentage point lower than the yearly plan./.

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Export growth rate not as high as expected
after CP TPP takes effect for one year

The Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific
Partnership (CPTPP) between Vietnam and the first six countries which
took effect since December 30, 2018, is considered as a big opportunity
to boost export volume and create conditions for enterprises to develop
production and trade but the result after a year of implementation remains

AN INCREASE OF 8.3 PERCENT

According to the Central Institute for Economic Management
(CIEM), in 2019, the first year of the implementation of the
CPTPP, export turnover of Vietnam to six member countries that
approved the agreement, consisting of Canada, Mexico, Japan,
Singapore, Australia, and New Zealand, reached USS$34.4 billion,
an increase of 8.3 percent.

The analyses of the growth rate at each member market showed
that Canada and Mexico, the two markets that have never had any free
trade agreements with Vietnam before, posted the highest growth rate
in export tumover with 28.2 percent and 26.8 percent respectively.

These figures are impressive compared to many other markets
but it is not what it seems. Because the average export growth rate of
Canada in the period from 2010 to 2018 was fairly high, reaching
18 percent per annum. In 2013 and 2014, Vietnam’s exports to
this market even got a growth rate of 32.7 percent and 35 percent
respectively. Thus, export growth to Canada’s market in 2019 was
not so high but merely a little bit higher than normal growth.

As for the Japanese market, the export growth of Viethamese
goods in this market was merely the same as the average export
growth to other markets at around 7.7 percent. This growth rate
showed a significant slowdown, from 14.9 percent in 2017 and
11.7 percent in 2018, and it was even lower than the average
export growth rate of 8.6 percent of the period from 2011 to
2018 in this market.

From the perspective of product lines, the garment and textile
industry was expected to promote exports thanks to preferential
tariffs of the CPTPP. However, the reality was not as expected.
Garment and textile exports touched $39 billion last year, S21
billion lower than the forecast.

A year is probably a very short time to accurately assess the
implementation of a large agreement like the CPTPP. According
to many agencies, during the process of implementation, many
difficulties and problems were revealed. For example, it has not
published a list of documents to be reviewed and timely handled
documents that are not in line with Vietnam's commitments as a
basis for localities to conduct the review. It lacks detailed guidance
on the contents of CPTPP, while local agencies and enterprises
need specific information for each topic and each field.

Besides, enterprises must be the one who is proactive in the
game because no agency or organization can do it for enterprises.
Of which, enterprises need to improve their ability to access export
markets by grasping the new rules of the game, and studying
the regulations of the trade and investment laws, the business
practices, the corporate culture of members in the agreement.
